F. Sinclair explained the purpose of a new piece of
equipment obtained by his agency. It is an automated sampling
device mounted on a truck that monitors discharge points, such as
water drains, sluices etc. When it is in full operation he feels
many uses will be found to put this equipment to good use.

He noted that the Water Resources Council (made up of 16 -
17 people from different agencies) has had their 4th meeting and
are developing a criteria to apply for federal funds to help with
our water resources,

He also noted that Rushford Lake Beach is ready to open. A
lot of work has been done there this year and much credit goes to
the Public Works Department as they have cut water weeds, spread
new sand on the beach and readied the docks. New gutter pipes
have been placed on the guard house and the bath houses have been
refurbished. Seneca 0il Springs also has been cleaned up and is
ready for the summer tourists flow.
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Fred reported that they have been very busy with requests
for help from towns. Bolivar has had a small landslide, Alma is
looking for a source of gravel, Rushford needs help with stream
banks, Whitesville has high ground water enabling septics to work
properly, etc.

The Ag Program is down a little but still plenty to do.

He has been working with Jerry Simons again who is trying to
obtain a piece of land locked property in the Town of Angelica.

Since the county is
financially unable to comply, he feels the 1land should be
returned to the landowners. Much discussion took place and upon
motion of R. Miess, seconded by A. Loucks and carried
unanimously, the committee moved to relinquish the Trail to the
property owners. The County Attorney will be consulted.

A letter from the Allegany County Tax Watch Committee was
submitted, requesting the same action, but also noted that the
present litigation might result in the same action being taken at
a lesser cost.

Paul Westfall of Cooperative Extension gave a slide show
depicting the state of local farms and how they might be salvaged
in a program called alternative agriculture. It was a very
informative presentation and Paul was thanked for his hard work.

Craig Braack presented his monthly report and an updated
listing of his programs. He noted that on December 15-17 the
carpeting will be installed in the museum.

On motion of R. Miess, seconded by L. Frair and carried,
approved a transfer in the Historians accounts. $193. from
Conference to Miscellaneous.

This was a special meeting called to meet with citizens
concerned about the WAG Trail. At the 1last meeting of the
Resource Management Committee (12/8/92) a resolution was offered
to the full Board to relinguish the Trail to the landowners
adjoining the trail with the approval of the County Attorney's
office. The motion was unanimous.

B. Reuning and R. Miess both have had second thoughts after
much contact by the public.

Points of interest that came out at this meeting were:

Wrong figures were given out at the first meeting ie.
$2,000,000, to repair the trail.

If the Trail is turned over to DEC, the County would be out
from under the liability and the State will put laws into effect
that can be enforced to patrol the Trail.

It is the hope of many that if this Trail is kept in shape
and left as a Trail, it will hook up with other Trails, such as
the Finger Lakes Trail.

On landowner is landlocked and has permission to cross the
trail to reach his own land.

Mr. Fanton lost part of a field of corn to motorized
vehicles.

Mr. Szalla noted that the County has violated the original
agreement for 20 years and feels that DEC would do the same if
they gained control of the Trail.

J. Bastian noted that $25-30,000. is realized every year as
a result of the Fishing Derby. This money is plowed back into
the economy and is far better than obtaining the $700. or so that
would be realized in taxes should the land be relinquished to the
landowners.

The landowners will have a huge liability problem should
they obtain the Trail.

Volunteer help could be used and would be working under the
auspices of DEC and covered liability wise by DEC.
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On motion of B. Reuning, seconded by R. Miess and carried,
the committee went into Executive Session to consult with the
County Attorney's office.

On motion of R. Miess, seconded by B. Reuning and carried,
the committee returned to regular session.

It was the consensus o0of this committee to delay the
submission of the resolution to relinquish the Trail to
landowners until current legal problems are cleared up. This
resolution will not be presented to the full Board in December.

On motion of B. Reuning, seconded by L. Frair and carried,
approved the appointment of Hugh Whiteman to the Soil
Conservation Board.
