Chairman Bennett called on Beth Farwell for her report. A request was submitted for a 
resolution to transfer $170.00 from A1170.434 (mental health evaluation) to A1170.201 
(equipment) for the balance of the cost for a computer desk. 

On motion by Mr. Truax and seconded by Mr. Dibble the committee approved the request.

Beth noted she is in the process of reviewing old files and will be transferring them to the 
permanent storage building. Also working on a new system to keep track of files. 

Weights and Measures 
Chairman Bennett noted of a request submitted for the renewal with the state for octane testing 
for the period April 1, 2001 thru March 31, 2002. 

On motion by Mr. Truax and seconded by Mr. Graffrath, approval was given unanimously.

Probation Department 
Chairman Bennett called on Dave Sirianni, Director for his report. 

A request was submitted for a resolution to transfer $9,000 from 3140.201 (equipment) to 
3140.413 (lease/rentals) for the leasing of lap top computers for the department. This matter 
has been discussed with Deb Button, Director of Information Technology.

On motion by Mr. Dibble and seconded by Mr. Truax the committee unanimously approved the 
request. COUNTY ATTORNEY PREPARE RESOLUTION 

Another request was submitted to transfer $400.00 from 3140.407 (supplies) to 3140.201 
(equipment) for the purchase of a new fax machine. 

On motion by Mr. Corkey and seconded by Mr. Dibble, the committee unanimously approved 
the request. COUNTY ATTORNEY PREPARE RESOLUTION 

Fire Service 
Chairman Bennett noted of a referral to the Public Safety Committee from the Technology 
Committee regarding software to integrate the 911 telephone system with the county's mapping 
system. The software cost was approximately $9,000. Keith and Jody indicated additional 
investigation is being done on this matter to gather more details. It was requested by the 
committee to see if other jurisdictions are using this system. 

Office of Emergency Services 
Chairman Bennett noted of a letter sent to John Tucker, Director, by the NY State Health 
Department thanking Allegany County in assisting with help for the NY City disaster. Two 
volunteer ambulance companies were sent. John noted that the Sheriffs Department also sent 
staff to assist including the sheriff. 

John noted there will be reimbursement offered for time spent by those that were requested to 
respond and assist. 

There was brief discussion on the availability of the 'reverse 911' systems. Equipment or 
contracted service for automated telephone calls that can be made to residents for alert to 
emergencies. John will contact vendors to get current estimates of costs. 

Sheriff's Department 
Chairman Bennett called on Randy Belmont, Sheriff for his report. 

It was noted of a referral made by the committee of the whole to address creation of a position 
of 'Medical Director' for both the Emergency Medical Dispatch for 911 as well as the jail medical 
program. The sheriff noted the EMD program is not yet in place as training is still needed. 
There was discussion as to the amount of time that has been spent on these two programs. 

The Sheriff requested approval for renewal of the Unified Court System Security Contract with 
the State for the period of April 1, 2001 thru March 31, 2002. The maximum compensation 
would be $119,075. 

On motion by Mr. Graffrath and seconded by Mr. Dibble the committee unanimously approved 
the request. COUNTY ATTORNEY PREPARE RESOLUTION 

The Sheriff requested approval for the county to use state owned property at Cuba Lake as a 
base of operations for the sheriff's marine patrol at the lake. The lease contract would be for 
$1.00 for the period of May 24, 2002 thru September 3, 2002.

On motion by Mr. Dibble and seconded by Mr. Corkey the committee unanimously approved the 
request. COUNTY ATTORNEY PREPARE RESOLUTION 

The Sheriff requested approval to renew the two contracts for participation by Allegany County 
in the Southern Tier Drug Task Force program. 

On motion by Mr. Truax and seconded by Mr. Graffrath the committee unanimously approved 
the request. COUNTY ATTORNEY PREPARE RESOLUTION 

The Sheriff noted of some property available for possible use as a firing range for law 
enforcement weapons use. Currently, Almond is allowing the sheriffs department use of a 
facility. There is also county owned property at the old gravel pit in Almond. This property 
would have to be developed. There will be further investigation on this matter. 

On motion by Mr. Dibble and seconded by Mr. Graffrath, the committee moved into executive 
session to discuss a public safety matter.

There was discussion as to 
information on the 'Reverse 911' systems that can make calls to residents to give them 
information regarding emergencies or disasters. John noted that previously, two vendors had 
sent information. Dialogic has a program of both hardware and software that will allow the 
county to operate system. The cost would be $9,000 for the initial set up and installation and an 
annual subscription fee of $5,000 to maintain the system. They can also handle the program 
and make all the calls for the county for $28,000- 32,000 annually. 

Current cost figures were not available from the other vendor, CAN. 

Old Business 
The matter of the alternate dispatch center for the county's 911 system was discussed. John 
was asked to look into the costs of both retrofitting the Corbin Hill tower site as a backup and to 
use Wellsville P.O. for a backup. 

SAIA Communications submitted an estimate of $85,029 to have two station consoles installed 
at Corbin Hill. The building would also need to be retrofitted because of space needs.

To have the Wellsville P.O. as the alternate site, the phone company would have to do some 
work to have the calls automatically transferred and have a 'card' installed in Wellsville to be 
able to receive the 607 phone calls. 

There was discussion as to if Corbin Hill should be developed· as well as have Wellsville the 
backup. John noted he would contact the Wellsville P.O. to let them know that the automatic 
phone transfer would be instituted. The Wellsville P.O. noted they want to do some radio 
system tests to see how their coverage is.

RE: Volunteer Firefighters' Benefit Law 

Chairman Bennett: 

Recently the Fire Service has once again run into a snag with the administration of the Volunteer Firefighters' 
Benefit Law (VFBL). An injury occurred to a firefighter at this years Firemen's' Convention and the claim was 
denied by the Workers' Compensation office. The issue here seems to be interpretation of the VFBL. Attached 
you will fmd several documents concerning the firematics events held at the convention and whether 
participating in a competitive tournament, contest or public exhibition is covered by VFBL. 

Mr. Dillon denied the claim because he considered the firematics exercise to which the firefighter was involved 
in to be a sporting event because trophies are awarded. Paragraph 5(i) of the VFBL states: " Practicing for, or 
participating as a contestant or an official in any competitive tournament, contest or public exhibition conducted 
for firefighters which is intended to promote the efficiency of the fire department, fire company or any unit 
there of'. 

fhe issue of coverage for the firematics competition has come up before. Information distributed to the Fire 
Service in September of 1992 and again in June of2001 clearly states that these competitive drill teams are 
covered. In a letter to the Fire Service in June of 1999, Mr. Dillon did express concern over the fact that 
trophies are awarded as part of the Firematics Competition, but has never followed up on that issue with us. In 
a letter Mr. Dillon received from one of the county compensation attorneys in June of 1994 states that "an event 
which can be viewed as a training exercise or related to firematic duties is compensable" this letter also 
mentions case law regarding this issue.
