ÅSmall business mentoring provides a potential solution to accessing needed 
information and expertise through a streamlined process, enabled by technology

message.

Å When writing potential connections, be clear in the help you need and why you chose them.  Like a good cover 

letter, this is your opportunity to describe your relevancy and significance.

Example First Message for Making Contact:
